In addition, Red Cross 
workers were kept busy over the winter with ice storms, setting up shelters for those who were without power.  The Red Cross 
has been – and will continue to be – a beacon of hope in times of need for so many in our communities.

We are also proud to report that our local chapter has again been named one of the highly-performing chapters in the United 
States by the National American Red Cross.  To achieve this outstanding designation, the chapter was scored on a 
comprehensive set of performance criteria through its Chapter Performance standards system.  This is truly a remarkable 
accomplishment to celebrate.

Our service delivery continues to expand, as we welcomed the addition of the Lincoln Land Branch, located in Rock Falls, 
Illinois, and the Bureau County Branch, located in Princeton, Illinois.  These branch of" ces will enable the Red Cross to 
expand our current programs and services to communities in Whiteside and Bureau counties.

We have continued to actively work to develop new ways to strengthen our relationship with the African American and 
Hispanic communities.  In the spring, we participated in a Health & Immigration seminar, reaching out to the Latino 
community with valuable Red Cross health and safety information.  We have also begun to offer lifesaving CPR and First Aid 
classes in Spanish as well.

Looking to the future, I think we can all agree that the American Red Cross will continue to be called upon to provide hope 
for a new beginning – in our communities and across the United States.  Thank you for your support of our lifesaving and life 
changing programs and services.  

Message from Leadership



Each year, the American Red Cross 
responds nationally to more than 
70,000 disasters, including house or 
apartment ! res, hurricanes, " oods, 
earthquakes, tornadoes, hazardous 
materials spills, transportation 
accidents, explosions, and other 
natural and manmade disasters.  Last 
year, the American Red Cross of the 
Quad Cities Area provided assistance 
to 488 families after a disaster 
threatened to destroy their lives.  In 
addition, Red Cross volunteer 
instructors trained 8,000 youth and 
adults in family disaster preparedness, 
enabling them to minimize the impact 
of disasters on their lives and leave 
them better prepared when disaster 
happens.

Fiscal year 2008 is a year that will 
go down in the history books for the 
American Red Cross of the Quad 
Cities Area.  Red Cross relief workers 
responded to record " ooding, record 
! res, ice storms, and a disastrous 
windstorm.  Red Cross disaster relief 
focuses on meeting people’s 
immediate emergency disaster-caused 
needs.  When a disaster threatens or 
strikes, the Red Cross provides shelter, 
food, health, and mental health 
services to address basic human 
needs.

The Red Cross also feeds emergency 
workers, handles inquiries from con-
cerned family members outside the 
disaster area, and helps those affected 
by disaster to access other available 
resources.  

Changing the Lives of Local Disaster Victims

 Residents of the small town of Oakville, Iowa - wedged between 
the Iowa and Mississippi Rivers in Louisa County - relied heavily on Red 
Cross workers to pick up the pieces after a devastating ! ood season.
 On the morning of June 11, Trisha Strasser had just 30 minutes to 
pack what she could carry and ! ee her home.  “No fun.  That night was 
de" netly no fun.  It happened so quickly,” she said.  Things got worse as 
the water receded.
 Scott Taylor, who was in town from Minneapolis to help residents 
restore order and normalcy, was one of the " rst to get to Oakville after the 
water subsided.  “Things were really wild,” he said.  “A couple hundred 
hogs were hanging from trees, disoriented rattlesnakes were swimming 
around murky water and a large rattler was wrapped around a lamppost, to 
the consternation of the homeowner.”
 American Red Cross workers, stationed 15 miles away in Wapello, 
came rolling into town in distinctive red and white Emergency Response 
Vehicles (ERVs) as soon as authorities opened Highway 99 to residents 
and relief workers.  Lota Yotter and her sons Don, Rean, and Monte 
were among the evacuees who had returned to begin the weary chore of 
clean-up.  Hungry and thirsty, they trailed slowly down the street toward 
an ERV loaded with hot food and cold water.  Red Cross worker, Trisha 
Lauder, and her teammates handed out the meals, along with a generous 
helping of compassion and encouragement.
 Sitting by the roadside, gratefully eating out of a white foam 
clamshell, Yotter re! ected on her family’s loss: house, barns, farm 
machinery, livestock, and crops - not to mention irreplaceable personal 
items.  She put the price tag at $10 million.  Despite the situation, Yotter 
carried herself with considerable dignity, a smile " rmly on her face.  “I 
smile because when I stop smiling, I cry,” she admitted.  “We 
appreciate what Red Cross is doing for us.  Thank you so much.  We will 
never forget you.”

When the " ooding began, the Red Cross responded immediately, opening 

dozens of shelters and providing food for months to those affected.



First Aid, CPR, and AED programs are 
designed to give participants the 
con! dence to respond in an emergency 
situation with skills that can save a life.  
The American Red Cross is the 
community’s leader in training people to 
lead safer, healthier lives and change the 
outcomes of potentially fatal situations.  
In the past year, the American Red Cross 
of the Quad Cities Area trained 35,041 
individuals in lifesaving CPR, First Aid, 
and Automated External De! brillator 
(AED), learn-to-swim, lifeguarding, and 
instructor classes.

During Red Cross Month in March, 
Family Safety Day was held, 
providing thousands of Quad City 
residents with free health screenings, 
demonstrations, and information.  In July, 
a health and safety fair was also held at 
Century Woods Apartment Complex in 
Rock Island, providing residents access to 
free products and services.

Operating the largest, most advanced 
research laboratory in the world, the 
American Red Cross is the 
largest single supplier of blood in the 
nation.  Blood and blood components 
are used in emergency services, in the                                                                                         
treatment of cancer patients, for people 
with blood disorders, and in other 
lifesaving treatments that bene! t 
countless individuals across the country.

With the help of the Heart of America 
Blood Services Region, volunteers helped 
collect 5,706 units of blood in Henry, 
Mercer, Bureau, and Whiteside counties.  
Every day, 15 units of blood are collected 
in our communities, potentially saving the 
lives of 45 people.

 June 1st kicked off the " rst National CPR/AED Awareness Week 
for the American Red Cross.  Perhaps no one know the importance of 
learning lifesaving skills - like CPR and AED (Automated External 
De" brillator) training - like Robert Junker.  
 Robert Junker is the concession manager at the QCCA Expo 
Center in Rock Island.  The QCCA Expo Center keeps an AED in the " rst 
aid kit at the concession stand.  Every day before a show starts, Robert 
tests the machine to ensure it works.  He became certi" ed in CPR because 
he wanted to make sure he could help his children if an emergency ever 
occured.
 Robert was working at the 2008 Outdoor Show when a man 
suddenly fell out of his wheelchair and quit breathing.  Robert and a by-
stander administered CPR and used the AED machine, which delivered a 
shock to the man’s heart.  “The man came back to life,” Robert said.  An 
ambulance then arrived to take the man to the hospital, where he 
recovered from the cardiac arrest.
 Sudden cardiac arrest can result in death in minutes without 
emergency help.  Of the 300 million people in the United States, less than 
three percent are formally trained in CPR.  Sudden cardiac arrest is the 
leading cause of death in the United States, claiming an estimated 325,000 
lives each year.
 During CPR/AED Awareness Week, the American Red Cross of 
the Quad Cities Area honored Robert with the Certi" cate of Extraordinary 
Personal Action for his lifesaving efforts.  “If I passed out and quit 
breathing,” said Robert, “I’d want someone to do the same thing.”

    Saving Lives Through Health & Safety Courses



The American Red Cross was born on 
the battle! elds of the Civil War and the 
tradition of providing emergency 
services to our military members and 
their families continues today.  Last 
year, the American Red Cross of the 
Quad Cities Area provided emergency 
services for 499 members of the U.S. 
Armed Forces and their families.  The 
Red Cross helps send emergency 
messages regarding the death or 
serious illness of a family member, the 
birth of a child, or other family 
emergency.  The Red Cross also has 
licensed mental health 
professionals to provide guidance, 
information, referrals, and other needs 
for military personnel and their 
families.  The Red Cross is the only 
organization to facilitate emergency 
communications for military members.

Red Cross International Services 
supports humanitarian relief around the 
world by tracing relatives lost during 
disasters or wars; educating people 
about international humanitarian law; 
helping strengthen other national 
societies by sharing expertise and 
resources; and responding to appeals 
for relief assistance in armed con" icts 
and natural disasters.  The Quad Cities 
chapter is focusing on communications, 
fundraising, outreach to diverse 
populations, and youth, staff, and 
volunteer involvement in service 
projects and delivery.  Through these 
efforts, the Red Cross held three
International Humanitarian Law 
classes, training 60 individuals.

 The American Red Cross of the Quad Cities Area works closely 
with local military support groups and facilities who are reporting an 
increase in PTSD (Post Traumatic Stress Disorder) among military men 
and women returning from overseas deployments.  Dorothy Hinrichsen, a 
Red Cross volunteer who has years of experience working with the 
military, oversees a team of 61 licensed mental health professionals.  
From this group, Dorothy developed a team of 11 licensed mental health 
practicioners to provide three free counseling sessions to help soldiers and 
their families adjust following deployment.  In addition, the Red Cross 
developed a brochure that was distributed to local Family Readiness 
Group leaders and the Army Community Services staff at the Rock Island 
Arsenal.  The brochure details some of the emotions and problems 
returning military members may face and ways in which the Red Cross 
can help.
 “This program is so important,” Dorothy stated.  “This is what the 
Red Cross does - we help people in need.”

Mental Health Caseworker, Dorothy Hinrichsen, developed the Welcome 
Home program after recognizing the critical need for counseling for mili-

tary members returning from duty.

    Changing the Lives of Military Families



 During the month 
of June 2008, Greg 
O’Neill worked as a 
caseworker in the 
Watertown District, 
assisting ! ood victims 
with paperwork and 
translating the forms into 
Spanish for those in need.  
 “The biggest 
needs I saw were for food 
and clothing.  Most of the families affected had limited space in their homes 
and stored most of their clothing and bedding in the basement.  When the 
basements were ! ooded, they lost everything,” explained Greg.  “That’s 
where I was able to help.  The Red Cross has provided me with opportunities 
to use my Spanish skills to help people in need.  It’s a great organization.”

When someone asks, “Can you help?”, 
Red Cross volunteers answer, “Yes we 
can.”  The American Red Cross of the 
Quad Cities Area relies on volunteers to 
help people plan and prepare for 
emergencies, provide training in 
lifesaving skills, assist victims of 
disasters, connect families, or simply 
lend a helping hand to members of the 
community.  The work of the Red Cross 
is done locally by 980 adult and youth 
volunteers.

In the past year, over 18,000 youth were 
trained with vital skills to care 
responsibly for children, stay safe at 
home alone, be safe near the water, 
handle basic emergencies, and use 
proper handwashing techniques.  Red 
Cross Clubs are active at Jordan 
Catholic School, Sherrard High School, 
United Township High School, Logan 
Elementary School, Bettendorf Middle 
School, Assumption High School, and a 
peer educator group at Bettendorf High 
School.

In addition, the Red Cross hosted 
three Kid’s K.A.M.P.’s (Kids Are More 
Prepared) for children between the ages 
of ! ve and 12.  Kid’s K.A.M.P. 
participants bene! ted from a variety of 
health and safety activities, ranging 
from how to respond to approaches from 
strangers to how to make healthy snack 
choices.
